What is the reserved sacrament?

The “reserved sacrament” is a small amount of
bread and wine that has been blessed at the Eucha-
rist and that is set aside (“reserved”), both agra-
bol of Christ’'s enduring presence and for possible
emergency communions during the week. The
reserved sacrament is kept in either an ambry — an
enclosed compartment built in to the wall, such as
we have at Trinity in the front of the chapel —iror

a tabernacle, which is a separate, often free-
standing, “box” normally located toward the front
of a church. The presence of the reserved sacra-
ment is customarily marked by a continually burn-
ing candle. If you are curious to learn more about
the Hebrew origins of the reserved sacrament and
the continual flame, Exodus 25 and Leviticus 24
are a good place to start.

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Our Anglican heritage encompasses many
unique things. Some have come to us from
England. Some have come tothmughthe
Church of England from the medieval church.
It is interesting to sit in a “typical” Episcopal
church and meditate on some of our unique
inheritance. For instance, our choir stalls
originated as a separate area for medieval
English monks, which were screened off from
the nave and which separated the nave from
the altar area. Our altar is placed against a
flat wall, which was a defining architectural
feature of English cathedral architecture. Thetiocental
European cathedrals usually had high altars whietew
placed within a rounded or polygonal space, whiels wor-
dered by a curving aisle known asambulatory,and which
gave access to several chapels surrounding theaadta.

Nothing is more original to Anglicanism th&mglican

Chant This musical form was developed within the Clhurc
of England as a means of singing the psalms. AaglChant
consists of specific tunes, in specific forms amgtlims, all

of which have come to us in four part harmony. Wazm
liturgies owe much to the medieval monasteriesrafl&nd.
The monks met several times a day to conduct lgsrgpe-
cific to the time of day they were meeting. Thesevices
each had a specific format and specific readings fihe Bi-
ble and the Book of Psalms. Our contemporary Bpiat
liturgies of Morning Prayer, and Evening PrayerEoen-
song) are adaptations of the monastic serviceshadtcurred
at those times of the day.

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The Early 1900’s

As | last left off, the sweet wooden gothic chubelilding had
finally made it’s way to the new location on therer of Centre/
Homer Streets, to find out that the foundation {@ager than the
existing building. This was done deliberately. Tiea was to
detach the front wall of the building, move it up feet in anoth-
er strategic move to add well needed space, anticaud seat-
ing inside the church.

As the church rested at its new location and The Bdward T.
Sullivan reflected back on the first ten yearshesRarish Minis-
ter, and in reviewing the Parish records two itefisiterest
jumped out at him. The first item had to do witk ®arish’s out-
reach endeavor. It was noted that prior to hauirg town Parish
building, the amount of money given away for pugseutside
the parish and the village equated to about 6 perewever, in
the last six years, when the congregation hadwts church and
became a Parish, the percentage given to outreastaised to 9
percent....interesting enough, not too far off frdra Parish’s
2011 goal.

The other item that the Rev. observed was in reggarthe parish
community. It was curious for The Rev. to notet #angen back in
the early 1900’s, the parish community was foreskefting. The
Rev. noticed that the number of people that haded@way in
his 10 year service was remarkable, and that feryetwo fami-
lies that had moved in, one had moved away. Thamijes of
Newton were constantly shifting even 100 years ago.

The Parish House

In January of 1906, due to an estate left to thesP#o the sum
of $1100, plus the necessary (additional) sum atigesldevoted
parishioner, the entire mortgage of the Church pas off. The
Parish had become free of debt, and ready to teks sowards
their next great need: To build a well needed Rdiisuse at the
tune of $14,000.

From May 1906 until 1911, the Parish diligently wed on se-
lecting the right architect, raising the appromiainds, accepting
the most cost effective plan, and taking out aglyear loan of
$4500 (for three years at 5%2 %). Then finally ii29the Parish
House became a reality, and on the evening of E¥h the Par-
ish House was opened with the appropriate servieesption,
followed with a tour for all to inspect.

In going through the old church documents, theioaigoylaws
for the Parish House were discovered, which coesist 7 gold-
en rules, some of which were found quite amusirdjiaterest-

The answer was $50,000 (of coarse that was ongsamate
at the time).

bring the total to $25,000 or half the sum neeaedte whole
Church. And in addition, the benefactor would I¢imel Parish
$25,000 more for twenty years without interest.sTould
make the necessary $50,000, that he/she wishedke so that
the rector could have his white church all at once.

thusiastic that each vestry member increased shibscription
by half, to raise the last $5,000 needed. The cohgdition that
remained of this great gift, was that the genetmrefactor tru-
ly wished to remain anonymous. Not even the memiietise
vestry knew who this mysterious person was, andaide in-
structed to promptly down play any inquiries frome tongrega-
tion regarding this individual, thus to respecstpéerson’s sim-
ple wishes.

On Dec. 29, 1913, a special Parish Meeting was tioedetcept
the gift of “John Smith’ and his special conditi@nce accepted
the fun truly began...the Parish labored and stuftietiours

and days and nights designing the perfect churelvémy detail
from pictures and books of famous cathedrals, dfegcand
chapels, that displayed gothic architecture, wingldighting,
beautiful interior wood, to the exterior handingtieé white
stone, it was to be the perfect design in evergitlets perfect as
humanly possible.

On Oct. 3, 1914, it was determined that another@ibwas
needed to complete the white dream in its entirestumbling
block one would have assumed, but not for thesRaof Trinity.
Another anonymous donor gave $10,000, and sevtrato
contributed $1,250, so that nearly all the necgssards had
been raised.

The white dream was starting to come together.\ithite
Church was actually becoming a reality, but asreadity was
emerging, so was one major set back: What wasdorbe of
the sweet wooden Church...

The Final Move

As the Parish was about to break ground on theitevaieam, a
nightmare also occurred, as a new home was needéukir
current Parish.

Once again the answer became clear. The Paristetkénat the
Newton Centre playground was in need for a reavaatibuild-
ing for their young people.

Laying the Cornerstone of the New Church

On April 16, 1916, Palm Sunday, the white churcls wa
opened for worship for the very first time. Of ceithere
were several key elements not yet in place in 8w n
church. There were no stained glass windows airhis
nor a north transept, nor a war memorial, they vedireo
come at a later time. But once again, like withsheet
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little wooden church, every bit of the chancel fahings were
gifts or memorials to love ones.

The Rev. had just finished reading the list ofggighd memori-
al to a pack full congregation, when the Senior dféar Mr.
Isaac F. North came walking down the center aiateying an
unsigned document in a sealed envelope in this.hand
Walking up the Chancel steps, Mr. North requestied Rev.
to remain at the pulpit. As he turned to the coggtien, the
Senior Warden proceeded, as requested not to bperoh-
tents of the envelope until this first servicetie hew Church.
The contents of the envelope were from the infaniturs
John Smith” the great benefactor who currently tieé&dmort-
gage to the church. The typewritten document stiitedol-
lowing:

In recognition for the devotion of the Rev. Edwardullivan
to the cause of Christianity and his unswervingloyto the
interest of Trinity Parish, Newton Center, the calied mort-
gage of $ 25,000 is presented to said parish agate to
him...May the blessing of Almighty God rest uponGharch
and people.

A typical day for volunteers consists of 6:00 bifeskwith the
boys in the dining hall, morning prayer on the oo the
volunteer house, work projects, lunch with the h@fternoon
work projects, dinner and evening activities whke boys, and
finally evening prayer before 9:15 lights out.

Members of our group engaged in a variety of wor§qrts
during the week: hauling rocks by hand to a howsesizuction
site, white-washing the pig enclosure, stringingipater net-
work cable from the computer lab to staff officesching
basic English to the boys, painting a mural oncitw build-
ing, repainting and labeling tractor tires whickndify various
agricultural projects, and even repairing the tsila the vol-
unteer house.

On Wednesday afternoon we attended the weekly tbape
vice in which many of the boys participate, eithgmpraying
or reading scripture. One aspect of this misgiipnthat im-
pressed me greatly was the deep spirituality obthes them-
selves. Even though one or more of them took tigading
prayer before every meal, many of the boys quigthyed by
themselves during group prayer, and not for a feeosds but
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for a few minutes. They are thankful beyond measor the
many blessings and opportunities that they hava peavided
through the El Hogar program, and they love to gegaith
the volunteer groups.
