On Saturday, May 16, at the deanery service 
at Grace, Newton Corner, five Trinity 
parishioners reaffirmed their baptismal vows 
before diocesan bishop Tom Shaw, SSJE.  
Sharon, Carrie, Todd, Chuck and Heidi have 
been preparing to make baptismal 
reaffirmation through Trinity’s catechumenal 
process, meeting twice monthly since 
January – weekly during Lent – to hear how 
God has been active in each other’s lives, to 
study scripture, to explore questions about 
the Faith, and to pray together. 
  
At the service, Trinity’s five went as a group 
before Bp. Shaw, presented by The Rev. 
Veronica Tierney.  Bp. Shaw prayed for them 
(see below), and then laid his hands on each 
of their heads individually, saying: 
 
“[Name], may the Holy Spirit, who has 
begun a good work in you, direct and uphold 
you in the service of Christ and his kingdom.  
Amen.”

Bp. Shaw prayed the following prayer for 
Trinity’s members making a reaffirmation 
of their baptismal vows: 
 
Almighty God, we thank you that by the 
death and resurrection of your Son Jesus 
Christ you have overcome sin and 
brought us to yourself, and that by the 
sealing of your Holy Spirit you have 
bound us to your service.  Renew in these 
your servants the covenant you made with 
them at their Baptism.  Send them forth in 
the power of that Spirit to perform the 
service you set before them; through Je-
sus Christ your Son our Lord, who lives 
and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, 
one God, now and for ever.  Amen. 

scriptures came alive for them, their 
fellowship with one another was strengthened, 
and their faith in Christ deepened.  “That was 
a lot more powerful than I anticipated,” said 
Heidi, just after the ceremony.  Sharon said of 
the service, "It was a great way to end a new 
beginning." Chuck, who’s birthday was May 
16, said that “it was a great gift to be made 
new at 63.”  Bp. Shaw said after the service 
that he was very excited by Trinity’s 
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dreaming dreams of renewed growth and vitality.  We are 
dreaming of new ways in which we can serve the community.  
We are dreaming of our Christian faith being passed along to 
friends and neighbors.  We are dreaming of ours and others’ lives 
being transformed by Christ and the Gospel.  These dreams we 
are dreaming are in some ways so unusual, so extraordinary that 
we do not yet have the images and language to express them.  But 
we know that these dreams are present:  Like living in an 
earthquake zone where frequent tremors tell those above that 
great energy lurks below, the rumbling of our dreams lets us 
know that we are on the verge of something big. 
 
How can we develop images and language to give shape to our 
dreams?  In the story of Daniel the unified prayer of community 
is finally able to give image and word to Nebuchadnezzar’s 
unusual, extraordinary dreams:   
 

Then Daniel went to his home and informed his 
companions, Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah, and told 
them to seek mercy from the God of heaven concerning 
this mystery…  Then the mystery was revealed to Daniel 
in a vision of the night. – Daniel 2:17-19 

 
The next day Daniel went to Nebuchadnezzar and interpreted for 
him his dream of the statue with the golden head but feet of clay.   
 
If we wish for our dreams to coalesce and to have shape and 
form, we are, like Daniel and his companions, to ground our lives 
in prayer.  Only through the space of patient, persistent prayer do 
we have the possibility to imagine something different, to believe 
that Christ can transform us, to recognize the extent to which 
Jesus redeems us, to have boldness in proclaiming his gospel, to 
know creativity, and to live into a world in which Jesus’ 
resurrection is a reality.  So often we think of prayer as merely a 
passive activity, or at best a prelude to action.  But Jesus in the 
gospels tells us to expect great things from or prayer: 
 

Ask, and it will be given to you; search, and you will 
find; knock, and the door will be opened for you.  For 
everyone who asks receives, and everyone who searches 
finds, and for everyone who knocks, the door will be 
opened. – Luke 11:9-10 

 
This Pentecost, I am praying that the Holy Spirit will be poured 
out upon Trinity Parish.  I am asking that the Lord will use us at 
Trinity to further the spread of the gospel, and that through us 
others may come to Christ.  I invite you to continue dreaming, to 
wonder at the extraordinary things happening at Trinity, things 
for which we may not now be able to find images or even 
language to articulate.  And I invite you to join me in prayer for 
Trinity.  If we are faithful in worship and in our prayer, who 
knows what doors may be opened to us, what images may be 
revealed to us?   
 
See you Sunday, 

We normally think of dreams as 
internal, individual events.  Dreams 
are what we do in our minds as we 
sleep, and nobody is privy to our 
dreams unless we tell them.  In the 
second chapter of the book of the 
prophet Daniel, we read that King 
Nebuchadnezzar thinks differently 
about dreams.  Nebuchadnezzar 
dreams dreams, and then expects 
others to tell him about his dreams: 

 
In the second year of Nebuchadnezzar’s reign, 
Nebuchadnezzar dreamed such dreams that his spirit 
was troubled and his sleep left him.  So the king 
commanded that the magicians, the enchanters, the 
sorcerers, and the Chaldeans be summoned to tell the 
king his dreams. – Daniel 2:1-2 

 
Why did King Nebuchadnezzar ask his magicians to tell him 
his dreams?  Was he trying to test the abilities of his wise 
men?  Could he not remember his dreams?  Was he afraid of 
his dreams?  Did he not really have his own dreams, but 
wanted instead to hear what others’ dreams for him might be?   
 
I wonder if Nebuchadnezzar wanted his wise men to tell him 
his dreams because he needed help articulating what he had 
dreamed.  His dreams were so unusual, so out of the ordinary, 
that he lacked not just the language but also the vision to give 
expression to his dreams.  Nebuchadnezzar knew only that he 
had dreamed dreams of great import, and that he did not want 
to forget his dreams.  And his troubled, sleepless spirit told 
him that he was on the brink of something big.  
 
The story in Daniel chapter 2 about articulating dreams is not 
merely a story about Neduchadnezzar and the Babylonians 
several thousand years ago, this story is about us at Trinity 
parish.  Here at Trinity Parish we are dreaming dreams.  In the 
vestry, among the wardens, and in our catechumenate, we are 
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reaffirmations:  “Baptism is at the root of our faith,” he said.  
“If Trinity is faithful in paying attention to their baptismal 
vows, Trinity is going to be a very exciting place to be.”  Bp. 
Shaw also said what a great witness it was for the dozens of 
young people being confirmed at the deanery service to see a 
group of adults – including two clergy – make reaffirmation 
of their baptismal vows.

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On Sunday, April 26, Bp. Bud Cederholm visited Trinity Par-
ish.  Bp. Cederholm met with Trinity’s newcomers before the 
service, preached to us on Luke 24:36-48 and the importance of 
forgiveness and the necessity to share the Good News about 
Jesus, met with the parish during coffee hour and then joined 
the vestry for lunch at the rectory.  Bp. Cederholm is much en-
couraged by the signs of new life at Trinity Parish, and invited 
us to continue to develop our life of prayer, learning, fellow-
ship and service. Bp. Cederholm will return to Trinity for the 
deanery Ascension service on May 21. 
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Through Trinity Parish’s catechumenate, Trinity provides a 
safe place to explore questions about the Episcopal Church and 
the Christian faith, and the catechumenate’s course of scripture 
study, prayer, questions, fellowship and discernment is a great 
opportunity to find renewal in faith.  Candidates are officially 
received into the Episcopal Church by the bishop at the dean-
ery service during the Easter season.  If you know somebody 
who wants to become an Episcopalian – or if you yourself wish 
to be officially received into the Episcopal Church – please 
have them contact one of the clergy.   
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All choristers have heard it; most people in 
the pews have heard it:  “They who sing 
pray twice.”  This is so true when a prayer 
text is set to music.  Music adds another 
layer of meaning to the words – the mean-
ing may be perceived in different ways 
depending on whether one is singing or 
listening but it is there nonetheless.  Music 
not only adds dimension to the words of a 
prayer – it adds something to any text.  
Most anthems the choir sings could as well 
be read to the congregation; if an anthem 
happens to be great poetry, a reading could 

conceivably make a more lasting impression than the singing of 
that poetry.  I think it is very important to read and meditate on 
an anthem text in the same manner one may use for the read-
ings and the psalm for the day. 
 
Fr. Miller’s recent excellent workshop on Lectio Divina, Pray-
ing With Scripture, can as well be applied to other texts.  In a 
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Most Episcopalians tend to read the scriptures with the guid-
ance of a lectionary; the Daily Office and Eucharistic lection-
aries present the scriptures to us in bite-sized chunks, picking 
and choose which scriptures to read depending on the liturgical 
season.  Those who have read the Bible straight through from 
Genesis to Revelation report that a straight-through reading of 
the scriptures is a very different experience: narratives are not 
artificially shortened to fit the liturgy; the tensions and trajec-
tory of plot become more prominent; longer readings within 
individual books provide an immersion experience that can 
open up insight into an author’s thoughts, style and intentions; 
the sweep of salvation history is more readily seen; and our 
experience of Jesus in the gospels can deepen as we better un-
derstand and appreciate the surrounding scriptures.   
 

very short summary, Lectio Divinia asks that you prepare your-
self mentally, and read a text slowly and/or repeatedly until a 
word or phrase stands out.  You can then meditate on this word 
or phrase.  This meditation may lead to a prayer in which you 
ask God for insight. 
 
I want to share two anthem texts – one I have applied the prin-
ciple of Lectio Divinia to; one I have not.  The first text is the 
Communion Anthem for April 26, Love Bade Me Welcome, by 
George Herbert:  “Love bade me welcome:  yet my soul drew 
back, guilty of dust and sin.  But quick-eyed Love, observing 
me grow slack from my first entrance in, drew nearer to me, 
sweetly questioning if I lacked anything.  A guest, I answered, 
worthy to be here: Love said, you shall be he.  I the unkind, 
ungrateful?  Ah, my dear, I cannot look on thee.  Love took my 
hand, and smiling did reply, Who made the eyes, but I?  Truth 
Lord, but I have marred them: let my shame go where it doth 
deserve.  And know you not, says Love, who bore the blame?  
My dear, then I will serve.  You must sit down, says Love, and 
taste my meat:  So I did sit and eat.” 
 
My first image was of a gracious hostess inviting a guest to a 
banquet – the guest is convinced he is unworthy.  The hostess, 
Love, “sweetly” and “smiling”, eventually puts the guest at 
ease.  The imagery was convincing, until I was struck by the 
phrase “Truth, Lord”.  Wasn’t Love being depicted as female?  
“Lord” enters the text in male form.  What could this mean?  I 
for some reason thought of the text of Galatians 3:28:  “There 
can be neither Jew nor Greek, there can be neither bond nor 
free, there can be no male and female; for ye all are one in 
Christ Jesus.”  If this is true for us, how much truer it must be 
for God.  God is not bound at all by human conditions. This 
lead to a long meditation on the nature of God. 
Following is a text of an upcoming anthem; you will hear it 
most likely this fall.  I think it is fertile ground for meditation – 
see if you don’t agree. 

The Old Order Changeth – Alfred, Lord Tennyson: 
 

The old order changeth, yielding place to new, and God 
fulfills Himself in many ways lest one good custom should 
corrupt the world.  I have lived my life and that which I 
have done may He within himself make pure.  But thou, if 
thou shouldest never see my face again, pray for my soul.  
More things are wrought by prayer than this world dreams 
of.  Wherefore let thy voice rise like a fountain for me, day 
and night, night and day.  For what are men better than 
sheep or goats that nourish a blind life within the brain.  If 
knowing God, they lift not up the hands of prayer, both for 
themselves and those that call them friends, for so the whole 
round earth is every way bound by gold chains about the 
feet of God. 

 
I invite you to take these words, and to read them over and over.  
I see many places here where an invitation to meditate almost 
leaps off the page.  I am hoping Fr. Miller repeats the Lectio Di-
vinia workshop, as it provides many techniques that lead to 
meditation and prayer.

We 
will schedule occasional sessions to check in and reflect upon our 
experience.

For more infor-
mation, or if you would like to join us, please be in touch with 
Sharon or me.  I anticipate that our experience will open our eyes 
to see the scriptures in a new way and will deepen our faith in 
Christ.

The 
edition of the Bible we are using can be found on the same site 
and costs $8.99.

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Trinity’s Senior Warden, Chuck Hornberger, will participate in 
a diocesan mission trip to Palestine through June 30th.  The trip 
was organized by Chuck’s husband, The Rev. Ted Gaiser 
(Deacon for Global Mission Partnerships), and Bishop Gayle 
Harris.  During the 10-day journey, Chuck and seven others 
will organize a work crew in Ramla to clean Emmanuel Epis-
copal Church and parish hall, and do some painting.  Two 
smaller crews will do similar work at parishes in Ramallah and 
Ber Zeit.  The 15-member group will also make pilgrimages to 
several sites in the Holy Land, including the Wailing Wall, 
Dome of the Rock, The Mount of Olives and Garden of Geth-
semane, Bethlehem, Nazareth, The Sea of Galilee, and Yad 
Vashem Holocaust Museum.  Please keep Chuck and his min-
istry in your prayers.  Trinity is very proud of you, Chuck!  
Thank you for representing Trinity Parish to the people of the 
Diocese of Jerusalem. 
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Every Sunday in the Trinity Parish order of service is an an-
nouncement that invites Trinity parishioners to take the initia-
tive to start an outreach ministry: 
 
Our baptism calls us to “seek and serve Christ in all persons,” 
loving our neighbor as our self (BCP, p 305).   If you have an 
idea of how to serve and can find another Trinity parishioner 
to join you, your service may become an official ministry of 
Trinity Parish.  Please speak with Fr. Miller. 
 
  This past March, Trinity parishioners Heidi and Sharon took 
the initiative to begin a ministry to the homeless people that 
sometimes come knocking on Trinity’s doors.  Heidi and 
Sharon agreed to keep the kitchen stocked with sandwich fix-
ings, fruit, snacks, bottled water and sandwich bags so that 
Todd or Aaron, when a guest comes asking for food, can pre-
pare a lunch for them.  Thank you, Heidi and Sharon, for help-
ing Trinity feed the hungry!

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After the liturgy on Sunday, July 19, Frank and Ashley will 
give a presentation on the Boston College service trips they 
took to Nicaragua as faculty of BC.  Come see their pictures, 
hear their stories, and get inspired!   
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On Monday, April 20, 2010 (Patriot’s Day), Trinity Parish is 
planning on hosting our first annual Heartbreak Hill Charity 
Race.  Taking advantage of Trinity’s location on “Heartbreak 
Hill” and the fact that we have several runners in our parish, 
the Outreach Committee and Vestry plan to raise money for 
charity and help generate publicity for Trinity Parish.  Save the 
date in your calendar!  The Outreach Committee and Vestry 
will need the whole parish’s help to make this race a success.  
Want to run in the race?  Start training now to build up to 10k 
(6.2 miles).   
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At the coffee hour on Sunday, May 3, Trinity Parish hosted two 
dozen walkers from Project Bread’s annual Walk for Hunger.  
The walkers were part of the Charles River Youth Collabora-
tive, a joint junior high youth group of the Episcopal parishes 
in the Charles River Deanery.  (The Charles River Deanery in-
cludes the parishes of Newton, Brookline, Needham, Wellesley 
and Dover.)  The walkers celebrated a progressive Eucharist, 
doing parts of the Eucharist at each of the three Episcopal par-
ishes on the walking route – All Saints, Brookline: Trinity, 
Newton; and Grace, Newton Corner.  Thank you to all who 
brought extra food and beverages to coffee hour on May 3! 

Upon the recommendation of the Property Committee, the ves-
try at its March 19 meeting voted to remove the overgrown 
yews and hedges on the Trinity Parish property.  The removal, 
scheduled for May 27,  will enable Trinity to landscape with 
new and lower herbiage that will reveal the church’s stone-
work; it will also help Trinity save on landscaping costs. The 
removal of the shrubs was done with the generous donation of 
a Trinity parishioner.   
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On Saturday, May 2, at Jeff’s home in Newton Corner, Trin-
ity’s Sunday School led an Evening Prayer service for the par-
ish.  From the opening “O God, make speed to save us” 
through the closing “Thanks be to God” Trinity’s young people 
were prayerful, practiced and poised.  They anchored the sing-
ing of the Phos Hilaron, guided us through our recitation of 
Psalms 42 and 43, read clearly and with dignity from Daniel 
and Luke, chanted the Nunc dimittis, and led us in Suffrages B.  
(Not sure what the Phos Hilaron is?  The Nunc dimittis?  Suf-
frages B?  One of our young people would be delighted to be 
asked!)   
 
Many thanks to our young peo-
ple, and to Sharon for her leadership.  
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Liturgical Participation on Pentecost Sunday 
On Sunday, May 31 (Pentecost), the Trinity Sunday School 
children will be participating in the liturgy.  We will all be 
singing the Shaker song “Simple Gifts.”  We have been making 
paper mache doves, and we will carry these as a symbol of 
God’s spirit.  In addition, the upper elementary class will be 
reading the lesson from Acts.  We look forward to sharing with 
you in this celebration! 
 
Godly Play Update 
We are completing our first academic year with the Godly Play 
curriculum.  All parishioners are invited to the rectory on 
Wednesday, May 27 at 7:30 to experience an evening of Godly 
Play.  The kids seem to be enjoying and learning from Godly 
Play, and the teachers are enthusiastic about continuing the cur-
riculum.  We use the curriculum as a foundation and add and 
adapt to fit the children’s interests.   
 
Anyone interested in learning more about Godly Play is invited 
to attend a diocesan-sponsored training on May 30, with a  fol-
low-up on August 29.  Please let Todd know if you are inter-
ested in attending.  
 
The teachers are currently working on the Godly Play curricu-
lum for next year, and we could use help in making materials 
over the summer.  We have templates for making these Godly 
Play sets.  Let one of the Sunday School teachers know if 
you’re available to make one of the sets.

Our last day of Sunday School is June 7th.  We will celebrate 
what we have learned and experienced this year and thank our 
teacher for leading us in this part of our journey.

On Saturday, March 28, a group of Trinity parishioners met to 
sort through the many years of accumulated “stuff” on the 
stage, and then to clean it.  The gas range in the kitchen was 
thoroughly cleaned as well.  Many thanks to Chuck for orga-
nizing this cleaning party, and thank you to all who helped 
make the morning a success! 
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On May 4th, Trinity lost a warm, steady and energetic member 
of our community, Joe Carroll.  Joe first came to Trinity in 
2000, and quickly made his presence felt.  Part of the “greatest 
generation,” Joe had many wonderful stories to tell, and told 
them well: about his treasured wife Halcyon, his children 
Walker and Halcyon, his many grandchildren, his sister Betsey 
Allen (who visited us at Trinity), about growing up in the De-
pression and serving in the Navy during WWII, and especially 
about his beloved Montana.  Some of the most remarkable sto-
ries were about his long and colorful career as a school admin-
istrator, culminating in an associate superintendency in Wash-
ington, DC and the superintendency of Palm Beach County, 
Florida during the desegregation era.  Through his steady, prin-
cipled and courageous leadership during those challenging 
times, he helped his districts navigate a complicated cultural 
shift, not without its difficult moments for himself and his fam-
ily.  Despite his characteristic modesty, it was clear that he had 
made a difference in the lives of many. 
 
Joe continued to make a difference throughout his long and 
rich life, including here at Trinity.  He worked at the Salvation 
Army kitchen until almost the very end, served on the Vestry, 
and read as a lector.  He was also a regular at the monthly 
Men’s Breakfast.  One of his most important, unofficial roles, 
however, was during coffee hour, when he could be counted on 
to greet new faces warmly and with an open-hearted curiosity, 
and to have the latest football scores.  On any given Sunday, 
one could be treated to a play-by-play account of the most re-
cent Northwestern game, his old team and alma mater. 
 
Joe’s was a life very well-lived, with many loving relation-
ships, distinguished service, and quiet good judgment.  He was 
a man among us, and will be missed for a long time to come. 
 
A memorial service with Joe’s extended family will be held at 
Trinity on June 27, at 2:00 P.M.  Joe’s family hopes we will 

come with our favorite stories about Joe to share with one an-
other.

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The following is taken from the cover of 
At Home in the World:  A Rule of Life 
for the Rest of Us, by Margaret Guenther 
(2006):   
 
From the Rule of St. Benedict to twelve-
step groups and Weight Watchers, the 
basic human desire for support and 
structure in the quest for God is urgent 
and real.  In this eminently readable 
book Margaret Guenther offers warm 
and sensible advice on crafting a rule of 

life for “the rest of us” – singles, couples, parents, ex-
tended families, members of churches, professionals and 
laborers, homemakers and students.  Through provocative 
reflection questions and encouraging stories from her long 
experience as a wife, mother, grandmother, professor, 
mentor, spiritual director, and priest, she provides the sup-
port we need to create a rule that is both helpful and bal-
anced, grounded in the Christian tradition while taking into 
account the realities of modern life. 
 
Ancient and contemporary twists on the classic monastic 
vows of poverty, chastity, and obedience in part one are 
followed by a series of short essays on “the essentials” for 
devising a rule of life in part two.  Guenther discusses the 
challenges of living with other people, the use and abuse 
of power and authority, how we handle our money and 
possessions, the gift of friends and enemies, how to get 
through hard times, our need for solitude and “re-
creation,” and the practice of prayer.
